The General Conference,

Considering the importance of education in the development of human dignity throughout a
person’ s youth, and his/her capacity for assimilation during this period,

Referring to the message from the UNESCO Youth Forum delivered to this assembly,
testifying to the willingness of young people to participate in decision-making and reminding
us that the young people of today are the future leaders of the world, a world which we wish
to be characterized by justice, freedom and peace,

Considering that the basic texts of our Organization advocate peace for all, everywhere,
without distinction of culture, race or religion,

Recommends to the governments of Member States that they place in all schools a plague
bearing the first paragraph of the Preamble to the Constitution of UNESCO. “SINCE WARS
BEGIN IN THE MINDS OF MEN, IT ISIN THE MINDS OF MEN THAT THE
DEFENCES OF PEACE MUST BE CONSTRUCTED”.
