INTRODUCTION

The main mandate of UNESCO is to encourage collaboration among
nations in the areas of education, science, culture, and communication. Through
such cooperative endeavors, UNESCO hopes to encourage universal respect for
justice, laws, human rights, and fundamental freedoms. However the Organization
respects the right of each member state to have its own unique cultural and
educational policy and sees it's role only in supporting the latter. UNESCO's efforts
are aimed at serving as a stimulator for the solving of the upcomming problems in
the sphere.

“Education Through Arts and Crafts” Conference

Every year thousands of children graduate school in the RA most of which
after graduating go into the streets, can’t find a job and can’t earn their living, this
way often becoming criminals and a burden for the society.

In June-July of 2007 with the support of the UNESCO Moscow Office
and the assistance of the Armenian National Commission for UNESCO “The
Future is Yours” Charitable, Social NGO implemented the “Traditional Arts and
Crafts Education for Disabled Children in Armenia” project, which had the aim to
provide children who are socially vulnerable, with special needs or have mental
disabilities with knowledge and skills in various fields of arts and crafts, which will
help them build their individuality and make a choice of their future profession,
allowing them to be of help both to the community and their families as well.

The “World Vision-Armenia” ICO and the “British Council” in Armenia

also participated in the implementation of the project.

The project has been implemented in two phases. During the first phase
two-week master-classes were organized in the art schools and colleges of Yerevan
and the four marzes of Armenia. As a result of the observation and analytical
works of the project coordinators from “The Future is Yours” Charitable, Social
NGO, and as the second, summarizing phase of the project the conference on
“Education Through Arts and Crafts” was held on June 11, 2007 at the “Moscow
House” in Yerevan, the participants and guests of which were present at the
exhibition of the works prepared by the children during the two-week master
classes.

The whole duration of the project was accompanied by sociological
surveys and analysis.

For the organization of the master classes great assistance was provided
by the relevant departments of the Ministry of Education and Science, the Ministry
of Culture, the Ministry of Labor and Social Affairs as well as by the relevant
desks of the regional administrations of the marzez.

I have the honor to address my welcoming speech to the participants of
today’s event and on behalf of the Armenian National Commission for UNESCO
to greet all of you present here at the conference on “Education through Arts and
Crafts”. Thank you all for accepting the invitation. I would also like to thank all the
ministries and organizations which joined UNESCO’s initiative and brought their
assistance in organizing today’s event and the preceding two-week master classes,
the aim of which was to provide the children of Yerevan and the marzes who are
socially vulnerable, have special needs or mental disabilities with knowledge and
skills in different fields of arts and crafts.

I am glad that this project would in some way contribute to the
development of the children’s individuality, assist them in choosing their future
profession, deepen the socialization process and will give the children the
opportunity to be of help both to the community and their families as well. One of
the other aims of the project is to bring the attention of the society to the traditional
arts and crafts, through which it will be possible to reinforce the capacities and
skills of the vulnerable groups of the population, for the sake of their more
effective and beneficial integration into the society.

At present in the field of education UNESCO pays special attention to the
education of children who are socially vulnerable or have mental or physical
disabilities through arts and crafts, as a vital component of the general education
system and an important instrument for providing quality education for all.
UNESCO also finds it important to foster the inter-subjective approach towards
education, in this case speaking about the cultural approach towards education. The
interference of cultural factors in education has a great influence on increasing the
individual development of a person and on becoming more interacted with
universal values.

While referring to the issues of disabled children, I would like to note that
if in the past the medical model of disablement was accepted, according to which
disablement was seen as an ailment, nowadays the social model of observing these
issues is universally accepted, which includes the integration of cultural factors in
the education of disabled children. This new ideology is found in the standard UN
rules and it is predicted to create conditions for the disabled to have equal
possibilities and responsibilities alongside having equal rights with all the other
members of the society. Many facts witness the reality that being disabled doesn’t
mean staying impartial on the routine of life. Moreover, the fact of being disabled
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hasn’t been an obstacle for many people to become outstanding personalities in
science, art, literature and other fields.

The education of each child who has special needs in education is
connected with many difficulties. Education of the child from an early age and the
opportunity to determine his/her future profession will create preconditions for
his/her self-dependent future and self-appreciation. Here the employment index
plays quite an important role. Knowing that there is the possibility of being
employed in the future gives the children optimism and self-confidence: the sense
of being useful instead of being a burden for the family and the society helps to get
rid of the inferiority complex.

Taking all this into consideration UNESCO has initiated this project in
Armernia and has the intention of continuing it in the future as well.

I would like to specially thank the president of “The Future is Yours”
NGO Ms. Narine Sargsyan and her staff for the effective organization and cordial
attitude towards the project. Allow me to once again greet you all here and wish
you fruitful work.

G First I would like to welcome such initiatives directed towards assisting
the disadvantaged children and those with special needs. Integration of these
children with the society is one of the priority areas of the British Council.
Vocational education is considered as an effective methods for assisting children
with special needs and reinforcing their role in the society. It is also a strong
vehicle for the alleviation of poverty.

WELCOMING SPEECH

The psychology of a people and the latter’s notions about life and
existence are best reflected in its folklore: epos, national songs, tales, oral
traditions, etc. In our rich folklore heritage as a characteristic of an Armenian
person, alongside with patriotism, the necessity of being hardworking, educating a
generation ready to serve the society and the need to possess several crafts is often
emphasized. As obvious evidence to the aforementioned we can remember the

70



famous tale of “Anahit” by Ghazaros Aghayan, which has been of educative
significance to several generations of Armenians. In this tale the necessity to
possess any craft or profession is presented not only as a means to earn a living,
reach wellbeing and be of worth to and a full member of the society, but also as a
way to overcome the difficulties of life and as a precondition for doing the latter
with dignity. Masters of arts and crafts have always been praised among us. This is
witnessed even through the Armenian language with its popular sayings praising
hard work and workers, such as “gold hands”, “gold fingers”, “crafts as a gold
bracelet” and others.

It is praiseful that these expressions have become slogans for the
educational policy in our country, one of the main objectives of which is the
reinforcement of crafts education. A basis for this is not only the increasing
demand for different crafts in the local labor markets, but also the realizing by the
society of the fact that the up-rush to higher education is not always justified and
well-founded with the present demand and it is even to the same extent or even
moreover advisable and perspective to go in for arts and crafts primary or
secondary-vocational education. Anyway in the last few years Armenia has
reached some apparent achievements, which include the re-opening of
craftsmanship colleges, the working out of state educational criteria for some of the
specializations and the adoption of an appropriate law and strategy.

So in this field of education it is very important to create the necessary
conditions for the inclusion of socially vulnerable children and children with
special needs and mental disabilities in the latter. It is true that because of their
disabilities these children are often left out of vital activity, but in the case of
proper individual approach they can have a great potential from the point of fully
integrating and bringing their contribution into the life of the society.

As experience shows us those children are often stubborn and purposeful
and each of them by continuously developing and reinforcing the capabilities
he/she has tries to compensate the disabilities which he/she has from birth or has
attained due to some circumstances. And so the main objective of the state and the
society should be the mentioned individual approach, to discover and develop the
capabilities and abilities of each child and give them the opportunity to practice
and get skillful in the branch of arts and crafts they prefer. Unfortunately the state
of affairs in this field is not so encouraging and the resources and possibilities are
not equally distributed among the capital and the marzez. At this point the only
encouraging thing is probably the fact that in this field the state has several partners
in the face of interested NGOs and international organizations, which always keep
the integration of children with special needs into the society a prior objective in all
their activities.

I cordially welcome this joint project by “The Future is Yours” NGO and
the Armenian National Commission for UNESCO and bid fruitful work to the
conference, hoping that at the end of the speeches and discussions the perspectives
which were drawn by the initiators of the project will be fulfilled.

This is why I attach great importance to the project “Traditional Arts and
Crafts Education for Disabled Children” implemented by “The Future is Yours”
CS-NGO, which gave many children the opportunity to ensure their future
employment by providing them with the necessary skills in arts and crafts and to
interact with the beautiful, develop their inner world and feel the caring attitude
towards them on behalf of the state and the society.

I should note the further readiness of the Ministry to collaborate in the
frameworks of such projects, also offering technical and organizational assistance
from the part of youth sport centers.

The investments made in the field of youth are the most advantageous,
because the youth build the future of the country. Having educated, healthy,
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socially secured and patriotic youth today means having a developed and powerful
country tomorrow.

CONFERENCE

General Report of the outcomes of the project “Traditrional Arts and
Crafts Education for Disabled Children in Armenia”

Honorable participants of the conference, guests, ladies and gentlemen,

Allow me to greet you here at the “Education through Arts and Crafts”
conference held in the framework of the project “Traditional Arts and Crafts
Education for Disabled Children”.

Honorable colleagues,

Beginning from June, 2007 “The Future is Yours” CS-NGO in
cooperation with the Armenian National Commission for UNESCO, the support of
the UNESCO Moscow Office and the assistance of the “British Council” and
“World Vision” has launched the “Traditional Arts and Crafts Education for
Disabled Children” project, which has the aim to provide children who are socially
vulnerable, with special needs or have mental disabilities with knowledge and
skills in various fields of arts and crafts, which will help them build their
individuality and make a choice of their future profession, allowing them to be of
help both to the community and their families as well. Crafts and the educated
provided by the state will help the children to choose the right path and earn their
living, which will itself contribute to solving such an important issue for the state
as is the fulfillment of the lack of craftsmen.

After graduating school most of the children from special schools go into
the streets, can’t find a job and can’t earn their living, this way often becoming
criminals and a burden for the society. The fact that they are not of worth to the
society or aren’t able to do any good is incorrect. We should help them make their
input in reinforcing their life conditions and becoming a full member of the
society.

The project on “Traditional Arts and Crafts Education for Disabled
Children” was aimed at this target group and their issues of concern.

In the framework of the project two-week master-classes were organized
in Yerevan and in four marzes of Armenia: Shirak, Kotayk, Ararat and Tavush,
which had the aim to allow the children to attain basic skills in the fields of applied
arts and crafts which they had chosen.
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The choice of the target group was made by the assistance of the Ministry
of Education and Science. By their support prior arrangements were made in
Yerevan and the marzes with the institutions and schools working with the special
groups of children. From each marz about 30 socially vulnerable or children with
special needs took part in the project; generally 130 children from Yerevan and the
marzes took part in the project, which were included in 10 specialized workshops.

The two-week master classes in Yerevan and the marzes included in the
project were held at the Art schools, secondary-vocational colleges and the
children’s community centers of the “World Vision” organization, since the
aforementioned had already had the necessary conditions.

The implementation of the master classes in the Shirak and Tavush
marzes was organized by the “World Vision” international organization and those
held in the marzes of Kotayk, Ararat and Yerevan were convened by the efforts of
the working group of “The Future is Yours” CS-NGO.

The excursions and visits to factories and cultural sites organized for the
children were realized by the financing of the British Council-Armenia.

For organizing the project activities the coordinators of the project in the
marzes have visited them on a daily basis, coordinated the activities, registered the
outcomes and impressions held talks with the children, their parents and their
teachers, organized excursions and meetings with relevant specialists.

The whole duration of the project was accompanied by a sociological
survey (estimation of needs, study of the implementation process, summarizing of
outcomes).

Prior launching the master classes a sociological study was carried out
about the local resources and meetings were held with the children and their
parents to get to know the children’s capabilities and preferences and a little quiz-
contest was held to increase the children’s enthusiasm.

During the master classes the children were provided with interesting
information and facts about the observed art or craft, which made the children see
sense in his/her work and approach the work with utmost care and responsibility.

During the practical work the children have attained skills and carried out
individual and group work.

For the purpose of strengthening the knowledge obtained during the
practical workshop a visits to a factory, exhibitions or craftsmanship workshops
were organized. Meetings with specialists of the relevant fields were also held.

For centuries the Armenian people have apprehended arts and
craftsmanship as a necessary instrument for the preserving of their self existence,
attaining of life skills and wellbeing as well as finding interactions and new ties.
From ancient times Armenians were known for not only for their skills and their
own trends in craftsmanship as well as the variety of the items they made, but also
for the internal and external trade of these goods. In the past great importance was
attached to passing on the craftsmanship skills from generation to generation by
special masters and workshops. The passing on of these skills also provided the
literacy of the people, their sense of respect towards their script and culture, the
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defense of the country, solving problems of everyday life, as well as the new trends
in craftsmanship and their continuous development. Armenia is rich with materials
and traditions referring to crafts and craftsmanship. The love and interest towards
arts, crafts and craftsmanship have been expressed in folklore, especially in the
tales.

The continuation of this project will stimulate the realization of such
projects, which are aimed at the social harmonization of our population, the
reduction of poverty and the investing of new initiatives relating to children and
the youth.

The two-week master classes organized in the framework of the project
are witnessing the fact that in reality our children are not indifferent to Armenian
culture. I think that if everything is delivered at the right time and in the right way,
then the results won’t make us wait long.

Besides just stressing the importance of arts and crafts and their educative
role, I think we should also work out new approaches for delivering art to the
children. Since today people prefer to get skilled in this or that field and attain the
necessary knowledge through short-term courses, therefore I suggest to organize
such three-month courses for children during their summer vacations, interact the
children with arts and crafts in a short time and give them the opportunity to see
the outcome of their work, this way making them be enthusiastic and fond of arts.

It is natural that in such a short period of time it is difficult to give the
children the necessary reserve of knowledge, but it is possible to make them love
arts and crafts, get them acquainted with the secrets of this or that field of art or
craft, in order so that in the case of having the will to do so the child will have the
opportunity to enrich his skills through self-education.

It is also necessary to pay due attention to the realization of the children’s
works. In developed countries the realization of the disabled children’s work is
widely spread and regulated. I suggest and I appeal to work out such an approach
and attitude and spread it in Armenia, as I am confident the inner will of helping
and assisting each other can be found in every Armenian and this is also an
opportunity to stay loyal to one’s roots and culture.

I would like to end my speech citing the words of Martiros Saryan,

“The joy you get from crafts is for the lifetime, it always accompanies the
person and makes him more strong and capable.” I was convinced in the truth of
these words throughout the whole project seeing the faces of the children sparkling
with joy.
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“Policy of children’s protection programs: The Role of Educational-
Cultural Events in the bringing-up of children with special needs”

Marina Hovhannisyan

The “World Vision-Armenia” international charitable organization is now
implementing 6 regional development programs in the 6 marzez of Armenia and in
all its activities it follows its policy focused at children.

In the frameworks of the Programs on Children Protection of “World
Vision-Armenia” we aim at resolving some main issues, which are:

e Preventing the abandoning of children and their settling in special
institutions;

e  Ensuring the protection and the welfare of the children and their rights
at the special institutions;

e the dissolution of the special institutions and the return of children into
families;

e the integration of disabled children or children with special needs into
general education.

The resolving of the problems of vulnerable children and children with
special needs is impossible if we don’t have a complex approach towards the
problems of their families and without the close cooperation among the state,
international and local NGOs, funds, creative unions and all the other parties
interested in the protection of children’s rights. Only with joint efforts we would be
able to find a solution to the challenges which we face on the way to sustaining the
system of children’s rights protection in Armenia.

Getting acquainted with the project on “Traditional Arts and Crafts
Education for Disabled Children”, which was initiated by “The Future is Yours”
NGO, “World Vision” expressed its willingness to cooperate and provide financial
assistance to the project, as experience has shown us that the problems of children
with special needs can’t be solved by only including them in the educational
institutions. The realization of the right to education provides only one part of the
upbringing of the child. Priority is given to discovering the creative capabilities of
the children and finding new methods for their self-expression, including the
integration of the children into various workshops.

When analyzing the activities of the various craftsmanship workshops
acting within the community centers of the Children’s Protection Programs of
“World Vision”, I would like to note the following important roles they play in the
uprising of the children.

e  discovering hi/her own self by the child
e developing creative skills
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e  contributing to the spiritual-cultural development of the child
e therapeutic meaning
e  contributing to the child’s integration

This project should be continuous. And already today we should think
about how to ensure quality vocational education for the children with special
needs, and what kind of reforms are necessary to be undertaken in the legislative
field and the labor market in order to provide the children with special needs with
the opportunity for their professional determination through different workshops,
so they can later on attain quality specialized education and find their place in the
labor market. Only then we can speak about full integration, equal rights and
becoming a full member of the society.

Dear Children, honorable Colleagues, Ladies and Gentlemen

I would like to greet all the initiators, organizers and participants of the
conference on “Education through Arts and Crafts”.

While attaching great importance to the education of children with special
needs through traditional arts and crafts and various skills and capabilities, I am
sure that it serves as a great potential to increase the children’s knowledge.

Knowledge and artistic activity generally broaden the world outlook of the
children, their mental-horizon and develop their perception capabilities, as well as
contribute to fostering individuality among the children with special needs, making
them feel safe and secure, while feeling the joy of creating.

The clever implementation of the educational process solves one other
important problem: using art therapy or the rehabilitation of people with limited
capabilities by the means of art.

The necessity of holding the “Education through Arts and Crafts”
conference is obvious, especially when reforms are being carried out in the field.

Today once again we have the opportunity to discuss the state policy
aimed at the children with special needs and to jointly work out mechanisms for
the evaluation and satisfaction of the special needs of children in the special
institutions of Armenia as well as help them make the choice of their future
profession and develop skills and capabilities.

The interest towards the world of arts and crafts stimulates the child to try
his strength and capabilities; the expression of his/her emotional world, the
expression of his/her emotions and the reproduction of his/her “I” in substance
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helps the child to overcome the limitations, develop the necessary capabilities for
communication and the fantasy, being able to become more independent in overall.

The analysis of the successfulness of the rehabilitation methods
implemented in the two specialized orphanages which work in the system of the
Ministry gives the opportunity to conclude that the proper evaluation and directing
of the capabilities and the preferences of a disabled child or a child with mental
and physical disabilities and the development of the abilities to express oneself and
reply to one’s surrounding environment by the means of applied arts and crafts
education essentially change the child’s mood and physical and emotional state,
making the child more perceptive towards the attaining of the necessary social
skills, that is the habilitation process according to individual and age specificities.

It should also be noted that in the “Strategy on the Social Security
Reforms of Children in Difficult Life State for 2006-2011” the reforming of the
activity of the specialized orphanages and special educational institutions of the
RA is foreseen, which includes the creation of the necessary conditions for the
care, medical treatment, education and development of the child, attaining
technical equipment for the child and giving priority to the social and emotional
rehabilitation and the preserving of the individuality and the development of the
child.

In this context great importance is given to education through arts and
crafts, the attaining of a profession and the further adaptation to the environment,
which serves as a bridge between the individual and the society.

Traditional arts and crafts education, the regular holding of master classes
and the working out of such projects and their input in our republic are seen as the
best criterion for the successful work of the conference dedicated to the issues of
children with special needs.

“The Current State of Primary and Secondary-Vocational
Education and the Course of Reforms”

In the social-economic development of Armenia great importance is
foreseen for secondary-vocational and crafts education.

Such education and its accessibility is one of the main factors for the
economic development of the country and the reduction of poverty and
inequalities.

In the Republic of Armenia we can reach prominent achievements in
economic development in the case of the presence of some circumstances, of
which more important are the joint implementation of educational projects through
the cooperation between state structures, employers, NGOs and private and
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international organizations, the working out of social-economic development
programs for the regions, study of the labor market and monitoring activities,
reinforcement of the education system and goal programming.

For the evaluation of the vocational education system of Armenia special
criteria have been worked out, which helped to bring out the four main issues of
vocational education in Armenia.

First of all it’s the unsatisfactory possibility of lifelong vocational
education for the youth and adults.

Vocational education is not accessible for the youth and the socially
vulnerable and disabled groups, there isn’t an adequate system for attaining
vocational education and the compliance of primary and secondary-vocational
education and the interactions of the latter with the other levels of education are
very weak.

The second issue of vocational education is the low quality of the latter.

Today the educational criteria for primary and secondary-vocational
education are almost absent, and the process of working out specialized criteria
based on the implemented capacities initiated by the participation of employers is
limited to only a few specializations. Today the employer, for the sake of attaining
qualified specialists, is not yet interested in providing some kind of assistance to
the vocational educational institutions and determining criteria, which would guide
the mentioned institutions.

The third issue of concern for vocational education is the weak
organizational structures and collaboration.

The functions of the vocational education system are not properly defined
and distributed, there are no sub-structural organizations which would provide
regular assistance to the educational institutions, the educational institutions don’t
have autonomy in the academic, financial and management issues related to them
and the social collaboration in Armenia has not yet been formed.

The vocational education system in Armenia provides education without
being guided by the demands of the labor market, where it has to implement its
educational activity by taking into consideration all the changes that take place in
the labor market and has to lean on the criteria of the latter. It has to prepare
qualified specialists with the adequate knowledge, skills and approaches, which
would fulfill the requirements of the present day employer. For the realization of
the abovementioned appropriate norms and criteria should be worked out. These
norms or criteria should be worked out in accordance to the demands of the state,
governing bodies of the education field, educational institutions and students. The
criteria for vocational education based on the capacities defines the skills required
in the given field of labor. These criteria can serve as a basis for the working out of
educational programs, plans, methods and techniques.

According to the Law on Education of the RA the education plans for
primary and secondary-vocational education should be elaborated by the
educational institutions themselves. It is suggested to elaborate criteria based on
capacities, which would link vocational education system to the economic sector
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and the education market to the labor market. It is also necessary to make the
structure of the qualifications system of vocational education and its criteria
correspond to the internationally accepted standards. And since the labor market of
Armenia doesn’t suit international standards, therefore it is difficult to link it with
the education market and at the same time make the latter comparable with
international standards.

It is assumed that first of all the labor market should be adapted to the
international standards and criteria appropriate for those standards should be
developed, which will then guide the education system.

The third priority of the vocational education system is the modernization
of the quality assessment mechanisms.

The other priority of the vocational education system is the effectiveness
of expenses and the reinforcement of the educational outcomes.

According to the opinions of experts the vocational education system in
Armenia is not effective. It doesn’t fulfill the demands and needs of its clients and
consumers properly. This means that it prepares specialists with unsatisfactory
professional knowledge and skills. This is because of the fact that the education is
provided without taking into consideration the demands of today’s labor market
and is guided by old methods. We think that time has come to forget the old
methods and elaborate new and modern educational methods.

For reinforcing the quality of vocational education it is necessary to make
use of the classrooms and craftsmanship workshops to the fullest and reduce the
time of the student-teacher communication, while instead using that time for
improving the textbooks, teaching materials and the materials for the practical
work of the students. This means to give the students the possibility to study
independently. The positive side of this work is that the students would become
more independent and will work harder. But resources are necessary for the
abovementioned in order for the library books, information materials and
computers to be accessible for everyone. The negative side is the salary of the
teaching personnel which is paid on an hourly basis and which should be changed
to some other way of payment. It is also necessary to teach the directors acting in
vocational education to appropriate management methods and rules, to use new
norms and rules in paying the teaching personnel, create new multi-content
colleges, to modernize the monitoring and supervising mechanisms of the
educational institutions.

The next priority for vocational education is the optimization of financing.

International practice shows that the state can bear the role of the
benefactor (bearing the expenses), the buyer (buying the services) and the investor
(investing resources for gaining concrete social-economic benefits). In Armenia the
state plays only the role of the benefactor, whereas it would have been more
effective if it also took the role of the buyer and provided the necessary resources
for achieving qualified and needed specialists and took the advantage of their
services. This would have been good not only for the state but for the graduates in
vocational education as well, because they would have had more opportunities in
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getting employed in the future. We think that this function can also be borne by the
individual employer as well. The state can realize this function by transforming it
to “government contractual work”. Every year the institutions providing
educational services present a “business plan” as a draft of the “government
contractual work-plan”. The business plan includes the proposed educational plans
and the number of students. These activities are submitted for approval to the
possible employers and other interested parties. The state has the right to decide on
whether to provide or not to provide budgetary resources for the educational
services proposed in the “business plan”.

The last priority issue of vocational education is to create national
capacities for the modernization and monitoring of vocational education.

The realization of the mentioned suggestions and recommendations
demands the strengthening of the capacities of the Ministry of Education and
Science and the National Institute of Education. It is necessary to train a group of
Armenian specialists for holding a study of the employers and their professional
criteria as well as for preparing the education plans and the teaching materials; it is
also necessary to prepare a training program on management for the directors
acting in the field of vocational education, to work out new education plans based
on capacities and create a national information center on vocational education.

The realization of the priorities mentioned above will contribute to the
reinforcement of the vocational education system, the increasing of its role and
quality, as well as the development of the economy based on knowledge. The
students of vocational education will have more broad possibilities of studying and
getting employed. The socially vulnerable groups will be provided assistance in
receiving education and the realization of this project will also contribute to the
reduction of unemployment.

“Preventing Crimes among the Underage by the Means of
Employment”

Beginning from 1918 under different names a division dealing with the
issues of the underage has been functioning in the System of Interior Affairs, the
main aim of which was to prevent the underage from practicing anti-social
activities and to contribute to bringing up people of worth to the society.

We follow the viewpoint that for working with the underage a special
ideology and a specific and particular approach are necessary. If there is no
separate ideology and the activities are not systemized then there will be no
solution to the problem.
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The officials of the service dealing with the underage work with the
beggars, the homeless, and the underage who try to avoid attending classes and
who have committed some violations and crimes in the past.

The discovering and revealing of the cases of child abuse are also in the
focus of police officials.

The problems of the underage are very sensitive and they need constant
attention. We explain the increase in the number of crimes committed by them as a
result of the social-economic situation of the country, the surrounding
environment, etc. Now if we try to analyze the reason why there are so many cases
of theft and physical injuries we could surely find the cause-effect connection. And
one of the main reasons of the mentioned is that the parents aren’t paying enough
attention to the child’s behavior and to trying to prevent him/her from bad
intentions and estranging him/her form the unhealthy environment and solving the
problem of their employment.

The Police of RA has its active participation in the process of
implementing reforms in the field of protecting children’s rights in Armenia. While
participating in various inter-agency commissions, cooperating with different
international and local NGOs the Police of RA has reached some evident
achievements in the reduction of the number of the beggar and homeless underage
children. Everyday work is being carried out for the in time discovering of the
children who have chosen the wrong paths in their lives and for putting them on
the right path, as well as for discovering the adults which have a negative impact
on their children by urging them to beg or commit crimes; discussions on various
legal issues are held at schools. The list of activities in the field of protection of
children’s rights implemented by the Police of the RA is quite big.

The changes taking place in the social-economic spheres, the lack of
complex projects aimed at the proper bringing up and the ensuring of employment
fosters the increase of homelessness and law violations among the underage.

According to the results of the study carried out by us it become clear that
crimes are usually committees by the underage children who don’t attend school
and the matter of their employment is not yet solved. The underage that go in for
sports or have other interests don’t go into the streets and don’t find themselves in
unhealthy environments. If we want to have a healthy generation, then it is
necessary to find a solution to the issues concerning their bringing up and
education, which also includes education through and crafts.

While being very conscious of the fact that today’s underage is the mature
citizen and creator of tomorrow, it is necessary to do all that is possible for
resolving the mentioned issues. At the same the service dealing with the underage
of the Police of the RA is ready to provide assistance to all those international and
Non-governmental organizations, which would contribute to the resolving of issues
related to children.
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State Support to NGOs in the Field of Culture

The successful activity of NGOs is one of the cornerstones for the
succeeding and the development of civil society. Being structures which represent
the active part of the society NGOs have such functions which are difficult to bear
by other organizations and sometimes even the state, those are the protection of the
rights of social groups, activating social and cultural life and others.

It was due to being conscious of the abovementioned that in accordance
with the Decree-87 of the President of RA dating to May 13, 2005 a long-scale
program was launched, in the frameworks of which in the last two years grants
were provided from the state budget to NGOs for the implementation of projects in
the various fields of social life. Providing grants comes from the necessity of
increasing the role of NGOs in Armenia, ensuring their fruitful activity and
showing assistance on behalf of the state to the NGOs and is aimed at the
sustainability of the institutes of civil society, the deepening of democracy, the
awareness of the society, drawing attention to urgent issues, discovering and
utilizing the potential of NGOs and reinforcement of mechanism for socials
supervision.

As an aftermath of the grant competitions an active field of cooperation
with the NGOs has been created, which fosters the objective activity of the NGOs
and builds bridges both between NGOs and between NGOs and various other
partners such as the state, international structures and other interested parties as
well.

The grant competitions are held in various nominations, depending on the
solution of issues of priority, where a special place is given to assistance to
vulnerable groups and their integration. As a means toward resolving the
aforementioned problems we see the implementation of educational and cultural
programs. So the following nominations were separated in the grant competitions
held since 2005:

e assistance to the vulnerable groups of the society;

e activation of cultural life: organization of exhibitions, festivals,
concerts, etc;

e creating possibilities for disabled persons to go in for sports and
organization of sports events;

e activation of cultural life in the marzes;

e encouraging the creative activity of the youth: organization of
exhibitions, festivals, concerts, etc;

The implemented projects are aimed at the realization of various cultural
and sports events in Yerevan and in the marzes, including a great number of
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beneficiaries. As an aftermath of the projects puppet theaters have been founded,
where the puppets were made by the children participating in the projects; many
plays have been staged both as in Yerevan as well as in the marzes; many clubs
and workshops for singing, dancing, handicrafts, stage art, decorative art, culture of
speech and chess have been organized; musical performances with the
participation of deaf and numb children have been staged; visits to various cultural
sites and festivals for disabled people have been organized. Tens of thousands of
people benefited from the implemented projects.

The Social Dialogue and Developments Center, as a partner organization
of the Staff of the President of the RA, expresses it’s satisfaction with the
outcomes and the continuality of the aforementioned projects. After the
implementation of the projects a significant part of the society has integrated into
the vital fields of social life and continues its active participation in the latter.

It should be noted that in the coming competitions cultural and
educational nominations are once again going to be included, as the succeeding of
those fields is one of the most important issues of our country.

Currently the systems of child education and protection in the Republic of
Armenia are in the stage of reforming, the bodies responsible for the protection of
children’s rights are being set, modern information technologies are being
introduced for the improvement of education methods, the education of children
with special needs in common schools is being organized, etc.

For the creation of one common field for the protection of children’s
rights a three-level system is being implemented: national, in the marzes and in the
communities. According to the decision of the Government of RA No. 18333 of
27.10.2005 the staff of the Yerevan City Hall has been supplemented with a
functional department “Desk of Protection of Children’s Rights”, the main
objective and aim of which is the protection of the rights and interests of children
in Yerevan.

A great role in bringing up full and educated individuals of the society is
given to arts and crafts, the necessity of which is more evident when educating
children with special needs, as their perception of the outer world is specific and
emotional; they react more spontaneously to both the phenomena surrounding them
and the educational process as well. Possessing crafts is important for preparing the
children for their independent lives, for their work and for finding their place in
life.

Our people have a very rich spiritual-cultural heritage, which should be
properly passed on and which should become the possession of the future
generations. The perception of the importance of interacting with cultural values
and educating through them has led to the fact that in the Law on “Children’s
Rights” adopted by the National Assembly of RA on May 29, 1996 there is a
separate article referring to the “Right of Children to Interact with Culture”.

For the purpose of encouraging the creative capabilities of children many
educational-cultural events have been organized by the Desk of Protection of
Children’s Rights: exhibition-contest of photography works by children creating in
the field of photography; traditional exhibition of the paintings by children from art
schools dedicated to the International Children’s Day; organization of a
performance for more then 150 children with special needs held at the Theater of
Young Spectator.

The regular visitors of the Museum of the History of Yerevan situated in
the building of the Yerevan City Hall are usually the students of common as well
as special schools.

Our society and the state with all its structures are obliged to do all the
possible for the multisided development of the child, for his/her proper education,
for his/her adecquate and proper behavior. For the solving of this matter utmost
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responsibility is firstly put on the parents, the education system, local authorities
and the whole community.

The Desk of Protection of Children’s Rights of the Yerevan City Hall in
its everyday work is faithful to protecting the rights and interests of the children
while providing the necessary cooperation with other interested parties in the field.

Cultural Issues in the Special Education System

The main aim of the activity of the Yerevan “Special Type” Orphanage is
providing care to children aged 0-18 and lacking parent care and with mental and
physical disabilities. The subject of the activity of the orphanage is the protection
of the rights and interests of the children, the implementation of activity aimed at
the social-psychological and medical rehabilitation and integration of the children,
providing of care and education, organization of the education process and medical
treatment and ensuring their education in schools and educational institutions.

It is about 4 years that we have been working with “The Future is Yours”
Charitable-Social NGO which realizes educational-cultural projects. During the
years while practically cooperating, great investments and strides have been
achieved in the modern approaches towards the social life of our children.

It has been scientifically proved that the compensation and elimination of
defects is easier to realize at an earlier age.

One of the most important reforms in the education system of Armenia in
the last few years are considered to be the issues of special education. Education
provided through special education has some positive sides: integration, self-
assertion, self-confidence, etc. But often children with special needs don’t get the
opportunity to receive specialized education (because of mental difficulties and
difficulties in motions), which makes it difficult for their future self-expression and
integration into the society. Arts and crafts are alternative means, which will allow
the child to use his/her potential: express oneself and plan his/her future life.

Fine arts has a special educational meaning, as it brings up interest
towards drawing, clay-work, application and construction. These types of activities
contribute not only to the development of artistic taste, but also help to get
acquainted with the surrounding reality, provide the opportunity to make visual
analysis and comparison and stimulate the children’s mentality and little motions
of the hands, which are very important for learning written speech.

This has a special meaning especially for children with special needs,
because their mentality, imagination, memory, perception and motion abilities are
distorted.

The children of our orphanage are so pleased to participate in the
workshops macramn, bead-art, drawing, theatrical performances, dance and others,
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that they try to finish their homework as soon as possible in order to be right in
time for the workshops.

“The Integration of Children with
Special Needs into Community Centers
through the Activities of Cultural Workshops™

From this rostrum I have the honor to present the works of the children
included in the various workshops of the Children’s community centers of the
World Vision-Armenia Regional Development Programs of Tavush and Gyumri,
which were held in the frameworks of the project “Education Through Arts and
Crafts”. Our organization has been working in this field since 1999, proving the
effectiveness of such initiatives aimed at children, especially from the point of
developing self-consciousness and self-expression among the children and in
particular the children with special needs, as well as from the point of being linked
to national values and integrating into the environment through their means.

Most of the work implemented by the “World Vision-Armenia”
international charitable and Christian organization is realized through the regional
development programs (RDP). Today 9 RDPs operate in Armenia, which are
combined for the sake of one common goal, which is to contribute to the creation
and development of a dignified and welfare lifestyle for the children, their families
and their communities. For this purpose our organization in its Regional
Development Programs and in Yerevan implements various projects in the fields of
healthcare, protection of children, education, economic development and the
restoration and re-evaluation of Christian values.

The Regional Development Program of Gyumri was founded in 2001 and
the first Children’s center was founded in 2002, where workshops on handicrafts,
stitch-crafts and design, drawing, dancing and English operate till now. In the last
four years having worked in the fields of protection of children’s rights and
inclusive education, parallel to the activities aimed at making the society hear the
voice of the children and bringing up awareness of their opinions and viewpoints
another workshop of photography was founded, due to which children not only get
acquainted with the art of photography and the “Photoshop” computer program,
but by participating in different exhibitions they gain the ability to express their
attitude towards the surrounding world, phenomena, human behavior and the
various appearances of social life.

Beginning from December, 2006 in the community centers of Azatamut
and Berd the Regional Development Program for Tavush, which is the biggest
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Regional Development Program of “World Vision-Armenia” has been
implementing the project on handicrafts workshops with the participation of
children and their parents. The aim of these workshops is to reveal the talented
children and foster the development of their skills. The workshops also have an
integrative meaning, as they give the opportunity in the process of joint work to
create interrelations between the children with special needs and the other children
of the community, which reduces the isolation of disabled children from the
children of their age and the society. These workshops contribute to the self-
affirmation and self-expression of the disabled children, which is encouraged in
different ways, bringing up the self-appraisal of the children. The participation of
the active and talented parents isn’t incidental as well: it gives them the
opportunity to reveal the real problems of their children and find the ways to solve
them. The best works of the parents are presented to the community centers and the
kindergartens and the best works of the children are displayed at the exhibitions
held at the marz-centers and in Yerevan.

Once again | would like to thank the co-organizers of this event and
express my hope that such projects, besides the aforementioned achievements,
would contribute to bringing up attention and care in the broad society for the
children with special needs and will give the latter the opportunity to best practice
their rights.

Arts and Crafts Education as a Means to
Support Children in Crisis

Children in difficult life situations, such as deserted, and children subject
to violence, beggars, homeless and children with difficult behavior take refuge in
the Center for Receiving and Determining Children of the Armenian Relief Fund.
While working with them the specialists use different techniques of art therapy, in
particular components of different branches of art and creative activity, such as
drawing, music, theater, clay-work and others doing this especially for three main
purposes: diagnosis, therapy, education.

For diagnostic purposes especially drawing is used, which gives the
opportunity to appraise the children in three fields: inner-individual, interpersonal
relations and social. The child draws what he/she knows and what is important for
him/her and not what he/she sees like does the adult. Through the drawing of the
child the specialist can find out about the child’s mental development, his/her
approach toward the world (be it emotional or rational), his/her weaknesses, fears,
depressions, self-governance, behavior disorders, aggressions and the relations
between the members of his/her family. As drawings are the reflection of the
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unconsciousness therefore they give the opportunity to realize a more accurate
diagnosis and a more purposeful therapy. For therapeutic purposes we use various
technologies of drawing, ranging from scribbles to thematic pictures. Colors are
used as a separate technology for diagnosis, therapeutic and educational purposes.

During work with clay, dough and plasticine the child is usually surprised
and excited about making a meaningful object out of nothing; the child realizes
that he/she puts sense in the substance with his/her hands and creates beautiful
things out of nothing. Besides the latter the movements of the hands used during
work stimulate the development of the child.

We can also see apparent changes in the child under the influence of
music.The children perform the songs written for them and the center with great
pleasure and they like to sing them together in the evenings. This encourages more
close relations between the children. Through songs the child “tells” about his/her
pain, gives out his/ her emotional experience and relaxes.

Using separate theatrical means here at the center serves as wonderful
means for the social self-knowledge of such “audience” and “artists” as are
children, who are not able to sensibly look from the side at themselves and their
interpersonal (as well as inter-family) relations without such a scientific
experiment. In the theatrical role the child sees such social roles, which should
definitely come to be true. And in the context of social role, the mandatory
scenarios are nothing either than rules of behavior, rights and responsibilities,
special for the given social role. The performances played by scenarios written by
the specialists of the center or the children themselves open a way for the self-
understanding, self-acquaintance and self-knowledge of the children, while surely
following educational purposes.

The important thing is that all the types of art therapy greatly develop the
child’s abilities to self-expression and foster a new communication field for the
development of the child. It increases the self-assessment rank of the child,
improves the relations between the children, the child interacts with the beautiful,
attains new knowledge and skills, learns how to plan, set goals before oneself, take
the work to its end and be pleased with the results: this makes the child more self-
confident. Many hidden capabilities are discovered among the children, about
which even their parents don't know.

“The Path Leading to Self-affirmation
through Arts and Crafts”

“If you are abandoned, it doesn’t mean that you are alone in this world”, -
From the words of 12 year-old Sona.

First of all I would like to greet this important initiative and express my
rapture for bringing up this vital issue.
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Art is an unarguable necessity for the spiritual fulfillment of a person,
despite his/her social state. Especially the children of the socially vulnerable
groups are under the risk of not getting to see and percept art, in the sense of being
unable to appreciate its value. From this conference I expect exchange of ideas and
experience, the uprising of new ideas, the ponderability of which can only be
evaluated after the implementation of the work and seeing its substantial outcomes.
I want to believe that the expectations I have from this conference will surely come
true.

Let me briefly present our organization. It was founded in 2001. We are
35 women of different age and professions. Most of us are musicians. We have
branches in Kapan and Byurakan. We have many volunteers: students from the
conservatory and theatrical institute and from music schools and colleges. The
mission of our organization is to promote the spiritual rehabilitation of the society,
show support for the development of cultural life, preserve the high values of art
and provide them to the society.

One of the main issues here is creating direct and lasting interactions
between the socially vulnerable groups and art workers and cultural collectives,
particularly between boarding schools and special schools. For this purpose we
organize concerts, lectures and visits to various cultural sites.

Our priority problem is the integration of the children living in orphanages
and other such institutions into the society, a means for reaching which is the
majesty of all times- art and its power. I will now draw your attention to one of our
many projects, the prehistory of which began with our visit to the special-type
school No.11 of Nubarashen for children with mental disabilities in 2004. From
then till now we try to beautify the holidays of more than 100 children sheltered
there by giving out presents and organizing concert programs. Beginning from the
first interactions it became clear to us that we were going to deal with such
audience which is closed for everything, has an upset inner world and isn’t ready to
listen to classical music. This prompted us to work out such a project which would
make classical music accessible and understandable for children who had never
heard it before. Already in 2005 the project became a reality with the grant
provided by the “Disney Hand” international organization, as an aftermath of
which three concert-talks under the name “The Musical Instruments of the
Symphonic Orchestra” were held. It was the first time for many children to see and
hear the violoncello, French horn and trombone. After the concert-talks the
children were taken to the National Opera Theater after Al. Spendiaryan, where
they watched Adan’s ballet “Jizzel”. One should have seen their look; you would
have the impression as if they were in a tale.

In 2006 in cooperation with IREX visits to the National Art Gallery for
the children of the school in Nubarashen were organized, during which talks about
art were also held.

And this year in 2007 we acquainted the children which had already
become so close to us, with theatrical art. The student-volunteers from our
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organization brought 13 of the talented children on stage, where the “Fox without a
Tale” was staged.

This event served as the ground for founding a wandering theatrical studio
called “Children to Children”, which became a basis for the organized theatrical
activity of children with mental disabilities. Isn’t this a concrete and successful
example of the so-called integration?

To say that all these events were just festivals is not enough; they were the
victory of soul and life for the children living with the consciousness of illness,
isolation and harsh destiny. It was due to the victory of their strong will and why
not the appreciation of our work that made a 12 year-old girl say, “If you are
abandoned, it doesn’t mean that you are alone in this world”.

I think that the finest achievement of our work is not only making socially
vulnerable children or children with disabilities admire art, but providing the
volunteers with work experience and communication as well.

Our work has a two-side effect: one is that the children are surrounded
with care and kindness and second, which is no less important, is that the
volunteers get to feel the importance of their professional work and the necessity
for their true devotion. In the development of the children art becomes the main
and inseparable component of the generation of the individual, as a gold key,
which opens the locked door to the sad souls of the children.

Summarizing Warkshop

“Traditional Arts and Crafts Education for Disabled
Children In Armenia”

The aim of the Warkshop was to summarize the outcomes of the two-
week master classes held on the basis of the art schools and craftsmanship colleges
of Yerevan and the 4 marzes, reveal their weak and strong points, note the
possibilities of their future application and discuss the proposed suggestions.

During the summarizing Warkshop the coordinators for the marzes of the
“Traditional Arts and Crafts Education for Disabled Children” project came up
with their summarizing reports, where they presented the results of the
observations they had made during the two weeks, which became the main theme
of discussion for the Warkshop.

The sociologist of the project, which had held sociological surveys during
the whole duration of the project, also came up with his summarizing report and
presented the results of his study and gave their analysis.

The directors of the arts schools and the craftsmanship colleges, the
experts, the students participating in the project and their parents referred to the
effectiveness and the importance of the project in their speeches. The children’s
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parents especially spoke with great enthusiasm about the positive changes that had
occurred in the behavior of their children in that short period of time.

Summarizing Report on Master-Classes

Honorable Participants of the conference,

In June, 2007 UNESCO and “The Future is Yours” Charitable-Social
NGO launched the project on “Traditional Arts and Crafts Education for Disabled
Children”, the aim of which was to educate the children through arts and crafts and
then make them be fond of this or that branch of arts and crafts, provide them with
such skills and capabilities, which will allow them to be financially independent in
the future and in one or the other way be of support to their families. The project
was foreseen for socially vulnerable children and children with special needs and
with mental disabilities.

For the effective realization of the project we held meetings with the
representatives of the Ministry of Culture, Ministry of Education and Science and
the Ministry of Labor and Social Affairs. The previously made arrangements with
the abovementioned ministries gave their expected results.

Ms. Ludmila Melikyan from the Ministry of Culture suggested convening
the project at the Art School after Haykanush Danielyan and Mr. Artak Aghbalyan,
the Head of the Department of Primary and Secondary Vocational Education of the
Ministry of Educatio9n and Science directed us to the Yerevan College of
Craftsmanship No. 2.

We met with the management of the aforementioned educational
institutions and presented them the project. They agreed with great willingness and
assisted us in the realization of the project at their educational institutions.

After holding discussions with the Director of the Yerevan College of
Craftsmanship No. 2. it was decided to choose cookery as one of the branches for
the workshops. The working plan for the two-week master classes drafted by the
winner of the contest among cooks Alvard Manukyan had its clear aim, which was
to awaken interest for cookery in the children and acquaint them with the secrets of
cookery and the profession of a cook. During every meeting children were
provided with theoretical information, which was followed by practical work.

After discussions with the director of the Art School after Haykanush
Danielyan Mr. Georgy Hakhnazaryan we decided upon choosing two branches of
arts: bead art and batic (drawing on fabric). The two-week working plan presented
by the previously chosen expert Diana Karapetyan had its clear objective to
awaken interest in the children in these branches of art, to acquaint them with the
different types of decorative art and provide them with simple applicable skills,
which will help them in determining their future profession and in being of help to
their families.
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The choice of children was made through a little competition. In this great
assistance was shown by the “SOS children’s villages” Armenian charitable fund.

10 children were taking part in the “Cookery” and 15 children were
participating in the “Bead Art” and “Batic” workshops: altogether 25 children were
included. When choosing the branches of arts and organizing the master-classes the
children’s preferences and age specificities were taken into consideration.

At the end of the master classes excursions were organized, which helped
the children get more connected to arts and understand its meaning. During the
mentioned excursions the children also understood where and how they could
utilize the knowledge and skills they had attained.

The children took part in all the meetings with great pleasure and
enthusiasm. The effectiveness of the project is also witnessed by the parents of the
participating children, which expressed their gratitude and satisfaction regarding
the organization of such training-workshops. One of the parents noted, “My child
didn’t only attain skills, but he also succeeded to understand what arts and crafts
are and began to appreciate them.”

The results of our joint efforts were today displayed at the exhibition.
They witness the fact that we have coped with the task put before us.

While summarizing the whole project I can say that educating and most
important bringing up through arts and crafts is one of the most effective methods,
since it helps the children to stay away from many negative and depraved
occurrences.

Having participated in each meeting I can say, that the changes in the
children which have occurred during this short but substantial period of time are
apparent. Being a witness to the aforementioned I suggest keeping our children as
much as possible close to art, because it not only provides some skills, but
strengthens human merits.

Let’s value art, understand its importance for the proper development of
our children and understand how important it is to educate children through arts
and crafts, especially referring to children which actually have the need for it.

The samples displayed here at the exhibition show the effectiveness of such
projects and it is desirable that such projects be continual.

Summarizing Report on Master-Classes

Beginning from June 1, 2007 I have been working as the Project
Coordinator for the Ararat Marz in the framework of the project “Traditional Arts
and Crafts Education for Disabled Children”.

I began my work with a meeting with the Heads of the Desk of Education
and the Desk of Protection of Children’s Rights of the Staff of the Regional
Administration of Marz Ararat. During the meeting, considering the presence of
the “Youth Creative Center” in the city of Masis, it was decided to hold the project

in Masis. For this purpose I met with the Mayor of Masis Mr. Hakobyan, Deputy
Mayor Mr. Hovhannisyan and the Head of the Desk of Social Security, Healthcare
and Culture of the City Administration of Masis Ms. Zakaryan, which expressed
their strong support for the realization of the project. Then there was a meeting
with the director of the “Youth Creative Center” Mr. Harutunyan and his staff,
which presented the workshops working at the center. Taking into consideration
the contemporariness of the specializations and the wide aspects of their future use,
the workshops on puppet-making, designer work, cookery, stitch-craft and drawing
were chosen. The Desk of Social Security, Healthcare and Culture of the City
Administration brought its assistance for choosing the children to be included in
the workshops, by providing the lists of socially vulnerable children and children
with mental and physical disabilities, from which the final choice of the
participants was made. An interview was held with the children who were invited
to participate, during which they were presented the project and the suggested
specializations. As an aftermath 8 children were included in the “Puppet Making
and Soft Toys” workshop and 19 children were included in the “Embroidery and
Designer Work™ workshop; overall 27 children from Masis and the nearby villages
were included in the project.

In the contest for conducting the master classes in the workshops two
experts were considered winners: Karine Karapetyan for the “Puppet Making and
Soft Toys” and Susanna Tumanyan for the “Embroidery and Designer Work”
workshops. The work plan for the two-week master classes presented by the
experts fully fit the conditions described in the project, which included providing
the children with the necessary skills and capabilities in the field of arts and crafts
they had chosen and making them be fond of culture through holding educative
talks.

During the classes the participants showed utmost interest, which
contributed to the quick perception of the delivered material.

The project brought up interest among the relatives of the participating
children as well, which witnessed their regular presence at all the classes.

Most of the parents noted that the participation in the project and the
cultural and cognitive visits organized during the project had a great impact on
their children in determining their future profession.

During the abovementioned visits the children visited the “Mankan” soft-
toys producing company, got acquainted with the process of producing soft toys
and the Institute named after “Toros Roslin” as well as the Museum of People’s
Arts of Armenia, where they got acquainted with the works of contemporary
artists, which helped them strengthen the belief in the work they do.

As an aftermath, most of the children who had never previously taken part
in any cultural workshop made a firm decision to continue developing their skills
and capabilities, becoming an apprentice of the “Youth Creative Center”.

This is why I attach great importance to paying due attention to all the
institutions, where the growing generation can interact with culture and receive
cultural education, because only by giving them a specialized approach,
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guaranteeing their employment and direct interaction with art, we could be sure of
the development of their civil consciousness, which will contribute to the
sustaining of the civil society in our country.

Summarizing Report on Master-Classes

The project “Traditional Arts and Crafts Education for Disabled Children”
was also implemented in the Kotayk Marz of Armenia. In the framework of the
project to seek assistance for the latter meetings were held with the Head of the
Education Department of the Municipality of Kotayk Mr. Ara Simonyan, first
assistant to the mayor of Abovyan Mr. Manuk Hakobyan and the Head of the
Education Department Ms. Karine Kirakosyan. During the meetings the project
was presented and cooperation was welcomed, after which the implementation of
the project was provided to the Abovyan Art School.

The aim of the project was to include 30 socially vulnerable or children
with special needs in the project. In this we were given assistance by the
management of the school and the Education Department. The enrolment of
children was made through an interview, in which 38 children took part. The
interest in the project and the desire to participate was so big that all the children
taking part in the interview were included in the project.

Leaning on the results of the sociological studies, the conditions of the
school and the children’s preferences two fields of decorative applied arts, which
were “Macramn” and “Pottery making” were chosen out of the suggested five.
Two experts who taught at the Art School were previously chosen to conduct the
master classes: Ovsanna Arustamyan for macramn and Ani Baghdasaryan for
pottery making. They both presented a work plan for the two-week master classes.

The aim of the two-week master-classes in macramn was to develop the
children’s skills and capabilities in this field of traditional applied art, contribute to
the development of their artistic taste and creativity and inspire them to love art,
while listening to music during the classes.

The aim of the two-week master-classes in pottery-making was to develop
the children’s skills and capabilities, contribute to the development of their artistic
taste, inspire them to love art and contribute to their capability of choosing a future
profession; to teach children how to make sketches, work with clay, make
household articles out of it, scorch it and color it, acquaint the children with the
role and utilization of pottery-making in the Armenian culture and in everyday life.

All the materials necessary for the master classes were provided.

As the target group was already chosen and all the necessary conditions
for the implementation of the master classes were fulfilled the master classes were
launched on June 14: 19 children were included in each of the two workshops.

Being present at all the classes I can say that one should feel art and not
understand it. The participating children while feeling art were able to assimilate
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and master the secrets of macramn and pottery making. During the classes they
were given both theoretical and practical knowledge. They got acquainted with the
rich culture of Armenian art. The interest towards the classes grew bigger day by
day, which witnesses the fact that the children came to the lessons an hour earlier
and the most interesting thing was that during that time they talked about the other
branches of arts, about literature and cinema. The children were provided all the
possibilities for using their creativity. They put so much of their love and soul in
their works, that each of the latter is a piece of art: the children even gave names to
their creations. In pieces of art as in all human creations the decisive role belongs
to the content and not to the sizes, types and technique. At the frequent meetings
and conversations which took place during the classes the children’s parents noted
that they could see great positive strides in the behavior and mentality of their
children, since they already see only the beautiful in their surrounding
environment. Adamyan Armen’s mother notes that her son has changed
dramatically, as before he had a problem in concentrating and now he has become
more attentive.

To the end of the master classes with the support of the British Council
the children had a practical cultural trip to Yerevan, where they visited the “Mane
Tiles” factory of hand made tiles, where they got acquainted with the usage of
clay-work in the designing of the interior. They also visited the Institute after
Roslin where they saw the hand-made works of the students of the institute: candle
holders made of macramn braids and other utensils.

If you want to receive pleasure from art, then you should be artistically
educated. In order to have an erudite society you should make it posses the skills of
ancient artistic apprenticeship, which to the closest extent satisfy the ideological
specifications of its generation.

I would like to express my gratitude to the Education Department of the
City Administration of Abovyan, to the Director of the School Mr. Aris
Karapetyan and to the experts for the effective organization and implementation of
the master classes and the work done.

Sociological Study held in the frameworks of the project
“Traditional Arts and Crafts Education for Disabled Children in Armenia”

130 children from five regions participated in the project on “Traditional
Arts and Crafts Education for Disabled Children”, of which:

e 38 children from Abovyan, 29.3%

e 27 children from Masis, 20.7%

e 22 children from Yerevan, 17%

e 19 children from Azatamut, 14.6%
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e 13 children from Berd, 10%
e 11 children from Gyumri, 8.4%

From the beginning it was decided that children with special needs and
socially vulnerable children were going to take part in the project.
The number of participating children in accordance with their problems is
the following:
poverty
e socially vulnerable children -72, 55.3%
with special needs
slight mental disorders-6, 5%
bad hearing-2, 1.4%
physical disabilities-22, 17%
bad sight-3, 2.2%
children’s cerebral stroke-1, 0.7%
psychological disabilities (fright)-1, 0.7%
family status
e with only one parent-12, 9.3%
e from families with many children-6, 4.6%
without special needs
e 5 children, 3.8%

In the framework of the project on “Traditional Arts and Crafts Education
for Disabled Children” a sociological study was held, the main aim of which was
to reveal the effectiveness of the program, putting the following objectives before
us:

e to reveal the attitude of the parents, coordinators and the directors of
the schools and colleges towards the chosen branches of arts and
crafts;

o reveal the perspective side of the implemented project;

e reveal the educational side of the project.

For revealing the aforementioned sides 2 methods of sociological study

have been used:

e method of a detailed interview, which was held with the directors of
the schools and the colleges as well as with the supervisors of the
workshops

o method of focus groups, which was realized with the parents of the
children included in the workshops.

In the framework of the project both branches of arts and crafts with great
demand and branches a bit left out of people’s attention, but which haven’t lost
their significance, were chosen. The following branches of arts and crafts were
chosen:

e Cookery and Design- 9 children, 7%
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Bead Art and Batik- 13 children, 10%

Design and Embroidery- 38 children, 29%
Puppet making and Soft Toys- 27 children, 21%
Pottery-making- 19 children, 14.5%

Macramn- 19 children, 14.5%

Photography- 5 children, 4%

The following branches of arts and crafts have a great potential of
flourishing in the given regions, which is a basis for the future employment of the
child.

The choice of one or the other branch of arts and crafts has also been
made in accordance with the preferences of the children.

The contemporariness and significance of the chosen fields is once more
witnessed by the analysis of the results of the carried out study. According to the
director of the college and the supervisor of the workshop the contemporariness
and significance of the workshop on cookery is connected with it being closely
linked to the field of services, the spreading of which is by itself linked to the
development of tourism in our country.

What concerns bead art, its contemporariness nowadays, according to the
children’s parents, is connected with the fact that these days semiprecious and non-
precious stones are becoming to be more valued.

Despite the low demand in puppet-making, as it was noted by the people
questioned, it has a great importance for the educating and bringing up of children.

The contemporariness of designing and embroidery work is stipulated by
the fact that today “the beautiful” is praised and according to the words of the
people questioned “the beautiful” is not only praised in arts but in all the aspects of
life as well.

When referring to the words of the director of the art school, he notes that
pottery-making is a dynamically flourishing branch of crafts nowadays, even if just
considering the fact that today there is a great demand for the latter especially in
the field of services and of course in designing the interior and exterior as well.

What concerns macramn, here, according to the parents’ remarks, it is a
modern branch and at the same time it is a pleasant activity for the eyes. According
to the words of the supervisor of the workshop things made of macramn can surely
be used both in everyday life and in fashion as well.

According to the carried out study there is demand for only some of the
branches of arts and crafts. Those are:

e diamond-work
jewelry-making
cookery
hairdressing
painting
constructing
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Generally most of the people questioned think that there is especially great
demand for decorative-applied arts.

Concluding from the analysis of the results of the study we can say that
arts and crafts have a great significance for the directors of the art schools, the
supervisors of the workshops and for the parents as well: they consider arts to be
spiritual food, a means to develop good behavior and artistic taste, a possibility to
find a job in the future and a way to reach ideality.

But today the demand for the institutions providing arts and crafts
education has decreased in comparison to the soviet period, the reasons of which,
according to our study, are the following: the interest towards the institutions of
higher education has grown rapidly, especially with the appearance of many
private institutions providing higher education. We should also note the fact that
the latter have also made it easier to get included in the mentioned sphere of
education (not considering the financial side). Besides that today higher education
is considered a priority for the society and in the labor market priority is also given
to higher education rather than secondary-vocational education. According to the
supervisors the lack of interest towards arts and crafts in Armenia is stipulated by
the fact that the labor force of this field is usually overlooked.

All of the mentioned above stimulates the arising of such trends and
viewpoints in the society that the people studying in that field are not competitive
specialists for today’s labor market. But what refers to the parents of the children
who have participated in the project, the mentioned institutions give great
opportunities to their children by allowing them to attain the necessary skills for
getting employed in the future, taking into consideration their own capabilities -
social situation and needs.

At the same time, according to the directors, the supervisors and the
parents as well, having higher education and practicing arts and crafts are equal in
sense for the person.

“...this is necessary knowledge for everyone, despite their social position,
higher education...”- citing a parent of a child participating in the project.

It turns out that not a big but a constant layer of the society is the potential
consumer of the aforementioned institutions.

Despite all of this arts and crafts have a great educational meaning for
children.

According to the results of the study prevalence is given to the viewpoint
that people dealing with arts and crafts, whether on the amateur or professional
levels, have more human features. It contributes to the changes of ideology to the
positive extent, as well as it brings up an artistic taste, high moral values and
educates the person, making him a worthy member of the society, at the same time
preventing the children from staying outdoors and taking the negative impact of
street life.

“.art is very sensitive, that is why everything should be imputed on
behalf of the person, because it makes him higher, making him better and
kinder...”- citing a parent of a child participating in the project.
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To the question on what sense such projects have for the institutions
providing arts and crafts education, most of the questioned noted that they increase
the number of the students of the latter.

“...before this project we weren’t even aware of the place and role of such
institutions...”- citing a parent of a child participating in the project.

From the point of being busy with something these two-week master
classes have not only kept the children busy at the specialized institutions but at
home as well. And according to the parents the children were realizing active
propaganda on such activities among their friends, including them in the working
process as well.

The influence of the master classes was also great on the behavior of the
children.

“..these two-week master classes were significant in the lives of the
children, they understood that they are also capable of creating beautiful things
which could be adored by the surrounding people...”- citing a parent of a child
participating in the project.

Such projects have a great importance for the regions. Being far away
from the capital the children of the regions are estranged from all sorts of and
including cultural centers, which, according to their parents, is an obstacle in
educating them by the means of culture. Another side why such projects are
important for the regions is that such projects are an urging tool for the
professional determination of the children, ensuring the possibility of their
employment in their regions, which itself brings to the reduction of migration and
contributes to the Government strategy on the reduction of poverty.

There is also a viewpoint that the role of arts and crafts is so great that it
should definitely be a part of the educational process, as it has a great functional
meaning.

All of the questioned surely attach importance to the realization of such
activities and as did the directors of the schools, the parents of the children also
expressed their willingness and readiness to fully bring their assistance to such
projects, emphasizing the significance of the latter.

Here are some of the suggestions of the questioned:

e to realize a study of the labor market to reveal the demands for various
specializations and prepare appropriate specialists.
«...let them say what specialists they need and we will prepare them...”-
citing the director of an art school

e the development of arts and crafts is possible if there is collaboration
between the institutions providing arts and crafts education and other
institution (future employers)

e it is suggested to prolong the terms of the mater-classes, making it
possible for them to take place during the summer months as well.

that opportunity. This is why I would like to bring as an example the results of a
well known study, according to which among the people who had committed
terrible crimes there aren’t any former students of art and music schools.
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All of the work and collective efforts implemented at the school, besides
being aimed at providing specialized skills, are also aimed at a big and important
goal, which is to bring up worthy citizens for the society. This is for what we see
the importance of arts education for children and this is what we are anxious for in
our every-day work.

While overcoming various difficult problems we try to be faithful to our
main objectives, by trying to use different branches of art to continue our sacred
mission in bringing up and educating children.

Referring to Ms. Hranush Hakobyan’s suggestion, I would recommend
that by some state law or other legal instrument the necessity of artistic education
for children be stated, which itself assumes the state’s participation in one of the
most important issues of the education and bringing of its nation.

As a representative of the practical field I can assure that without the
state’s participation and support a serious regression might take place in the fields
of arts and crafts, if we only rely on the market relations.

To prolong this implement for a longer period it is first of all necessary to
bring up love among the children for art.

The right organization of leisure has a great importance for the bringing
up and educating of the child and is more effective to implement such projects for
the children especially during their vacations, as the children are not burdened with
their compulsory educational programs, have spare time and attend the classes with
more pleasure.

One of the other advantages of applied arts is that the child can see the
result of his/her work after a short while.

It is natural that the child can’t fully possess the specialization in a short
period of time. It is here that the form should change to content, otherwise it will
be like a bell which doesn’t ring and so for preserving and developing the
outcomes reached in a short period of time continuous and careful work is
necessary.

The project on “Traditional Arts and Crafts Education for Disabled
Children” was possible to realize in the aftermath of the cooperation between our
educational institution and “The Future is Yours” charitable social NGO.

In June of this year 9 children from socially vulnerable families took part
in the two-week master classes in cookery.
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While implementing the project we put 2 main aims before ourselves: the
first was to bring up the sense of taste among the children (cookery assumes not
only preparing dishes, but their design and the art of their serving as well) and the
second, which was not less important, was overcoming the psychological barriers:
socially vulnerable children were given the opportunity for their self-expression. I
think that it is an important circumstance when 12-14 year old children learn how
to prepare dishes, which they will later on be eager to prepare at home for their
parents and relatives.

I am convinced that the continuation of their education at institutions of
higher education for the children of this social group is very difficult if not
impossible at all. The growing education fees are not accessible for all. Children
from such families have to be of help to their family by earning for a living from
an early age. And in this case therefore the only accessible education is crafts
education. Finally craftsmanship specializations nowadays provide more
opportunities for getting employed rather than the specializations provided by the
institutions of higher education.

I hope we won’t have to wait long for the times to come when the parents
would understand that it is better for their children to become good cooks, jewelers
or constructors rather than bad economists or lawyers.

CONCLUSIONS OF THE EXPERTS

“The Future is Yours” CS-NGO implemented the “Traditional Arts and
Crafts Education for Disabled Children” project at the Art school After H.
Danielyan. The project was very interesting; it was foreseen to last two weeks,
where 13 children were going to take part. Although the duration of the master
classes was two weeks, the attentiveness and organizational skills of the organizers
allowed realizing the implementation of the master classes, the attaining of the
necessary materials and the organization of the excursions on the highest level.

The children learned not only to create, interact with art, attain
knowledge related to bead art and batik, but also they strengthened their best
human features and became good friends. It is very pleasing that such kind of
projects are being organized, which contribute to the development of our children,
especially when they are organized by such people.

From the functional
viewpoint the importance of the project was great especially when talking about
ensuring the children’s business, professional determination, adequate
socialization, integration into the society, cultural upbringing and other questions.

According to the opinions heard during the Conference I can note that
there is the necessity for such activities, especially if we consider the specificities
of the target group. In my opinion today we should try to raise public
consciousness, bringing it to a level where at last all can understand that today’s
generation is our future, and do it with sustained efforts and constant steps.

Recommendation:

Having visited difféerent marzes during the implementation of the project 1
understood that there is “cultural hunger” in those places: I suggest to organize
such events as soften as possible, which will contribute to the cultural integration;
to organize educational seminars for the parents as well, because as I have
understood- the family, as the main social construction, doesn’t function properly.
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Recommendations of the Summarizing Seminar

During the discussions of the seminar a number of recommendations were
made, the aim of which was to ensure the positive experience attained during the
implementation of the project and foster their spreading in the other marzes of the
republic.

As an aftermath of the implemented project the following
recommendations have been drafted:

For the MInistry of Education and Science of RA:

e leaning on the positive results attained during the project
“Traditional Arts and Crafts Education for Disabled Children” and
being conscious of the importance of the latter to take into
consideration the future possibilities of using this experience in the
educational institutions of the Republic, while working out
appropriate educational methodics.

e to initiate the organization of two-month practical courses on
Traditional Applied Arts and Crafts during the summer vacations for
socially vulnerable children and children with special needs and
mental disabilities.

For the Ministry of Culture of RA:

e to stimulate and encourage the activities of art schools and provide
assistance for the frequent organization of exhibitions of the
children’s hand works.

e to initiate the process of founding a two-week summer camp, where
the most capable children of the two-month practical course would
be included as a reward.

For the Standing Commision on Science, Education and Youth Affairs of
the National Assembly of the RA:

e during legislative activities to consider the necessity of integrating
arts and crafts into general education for the purpose of sustaining
civil society, the welfare of the people and the spiritual-cultural
development.

For the Local Self-Management bodies:
o to reinforce the state of the art schools, encourage and provide
especially socially vulnerable children with the opportunity of
attaining education in the latter free of charge.
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
